MINUTES OF REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

December 13, 2010 @ 7:00PM

The Regular Monthly Council Meeting of the Tyrone Borough Council was held on December 13, 2010 at 7:00PM at the Municipal Building, 1100 Logan Avenue, Tyrone, PA.  Mayor Fink led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance and Reverend Jason Guillaume, Wesley United Methodist Church, gave the Invocation.

CALL TO ORDER:

Mayor Fink called the meeting to order and requested roll call.  Present:  Council members Steve Hanzir, William Latchford, Christy Ray, Courtney Rhoades, Patricia Stoner and Mayor Fink.  Absent:  Council members Jen Bryan and Mark Kosoglow.  Also present were Borough Manager John Cornell; Solicitor Larry Clapper; Sewer Superintendent Tim Nulton; Highway Superintendent Jim Bywater; Water Department Employee Dave Lynch; Interim Police Chief Jessica Walk; Finance Director Phyllis Garhart and Administrative Assistant Kimberly Gurekovich.
PUBLIC COMMENT:
Mrs. Connie Muir, 2119 Lincoln Avenue
Mrs. Muir addressed Borough Council regarding her concerns of water runoff since the new Grace Baptist Church has been constructed.  Mr. Cornell was advised of this issue prior to the meeting and contacted CET Engineering for a brief review of the situation. Consulting Engineer, Kevin Nester addressed some concerns.  Mr. Nester advised that one observation he had was that the grass was sparse throughout the site and the Erosion and Sediment plan called for 70% vegetative cover.  Mr. Nester also contacted Mr. Andy Gonsman of the Blair County Conservation District and he advised that he will visit the site the week of December 20th.
Mayor Fink and Borough Manager Mr. Cornell also advised Mrs. Muir to fill out a resident concern form and return it to the Borough.

Mrs. Muir also asked Borough staff to look into the use of outdoor furnaces, as she has one in her neighborhood that puts of noxious fumes.  Mr. Cornell will look into this.
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There was no further public comment.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES  

It was moved and seconded that the minutes of the November 8, 2010 Borough Council meeting be approved.  Council unanimously approved said motion.

APPROVAL OF MONTHLY FINANCIAL REPORTS

It was moved and seconded that the financial reports for the monthly accounting period ending November 30, 2010 be approved:  (1) The Account Balance Report; (2) Statement of Revenues and Expenses; and (3) Cash Disbursement Journal.  Council unanimously approved said motion.

BOROUGH MANAGER’S MONTHLY REPORT


2011 Proposed Budget 

Mr. Cornell advised Council that the proposed 2011 budget has been advertised 
for the required time and no changes have been made since the preliminary 
budget was presented.  It is presented for Council’s approval.


AFSCME Non-Uniform Contract Extension


Mr. Cornell is in receipt of a letter from AFSCME Council 83 requesting an 
extension of the current contract until June 30, 2011.  It was moved and 
seconded that Council approve said request.  Council unanimously approved 
said motion.

Approval of Electric Provider


It was moved and seconded that Council approve First Energy as the Borough’s 
provider for electric service for the Municipal Building and the Water Treatment 


Plant.  Council unanimously approved said motion.  It was noted that this quote is 
for a 24 month period.
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Award of Highway Department Trucks


On December 9, 2010, the Borough accepted bids for two highway department 
trucks.

It was moved and seconded that Council award the bid to the high bidder on both vehicles, Centre RV, Inc.  Council unanimously approved said motion.


Central Pennsylvania Humane Society

Council was in receipt of a letter from the Central Pennsylvania Humane Society 
advising of an increase in their incident fees.  The fees will increase to $64 per 
animal and after hour fees will be $85 per animal.  It was moved and seconded 
that Council accept this new Agreement with the increased fees.  Council 
unanimously approved said motion.


7th Street Traffic Study


Council was previously in receipt of a request for one way traffic at the 7th Street 
area.  CET Engineering was contacted for a traffic study and the study 
recommended the Borough obtaining comments from fire, police AMED and the 
Tyrone Area School district.  No comments were received.  It was the consensus 
of Borough Council to move forward with making this portion of 7th Street one 
way.  Solicitor Clapper will have an Ordinance prepared for the January meeting.


Washington Avenue Streetscape – Additional Lighting

The Borough was in receipt of a proposal for P. Joseph Lehman, Inc. for lighting 
design for the Washington Avenue Streetscape project.  The proposal has been 


reviewed and it is recommended for Council’s approval.  It was moved and 
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seconded that Council approve said proposal.  Council unanimously approved 
said motion.


Purchase of Sodium Bicarbonate Feeder  – Water Department


It was moved and seconded that Council approve the purchase of a sodium 
bicarbonate feeder for the water department from Siemens at a cost of $8,289.
Council unanimously approved said motion.  A force flow scale will also be 
purchased at a price of $3,950.


Discussion of Appointments

Mr. Cornell advised Council that Mr. Aaron Craig’s term on the Zoning Hearing 
Board and Mr. Mark Kosoglow’s term on the Tyrone Borough Authority both 
expire
both on December 31, 2010.  Both Mr. Craig and Mr. Kosoglow have 
expressed interest in continuing to serve.  It was noted that Zoning Hearing 
Board members serve 3 years and Tyrone Borough Authority members serve 
5 years.  Council members Ray and Rhoades and Mayor Fink felt that we should 
put these positions out to the public to generate more interest.  

It was moved and seconded that Mayor Fink be appointed to the 24 member 
Government Advisory Committee.  A roll call vote was taken:  Ayes:  Council 
members Bryan, Hanzir, Latchford, Stoner and Rhoades.  Mayor Fink abstained 
from voting.

INFORMATIONAL ITEMS:
· The Borough will be picking up Christmas trees on January 10th and 11th
· Code Enforcement and Zoning issues continue to be addressed by the Borough Manager.  The Solicitor’s office has been in court for demolition of the YMCA Boiler room and code violations for 1302 Pennsylvania
SOLICITOR’S REPORT:  The Solicitor had the following to report:


VFW Teener League Lease

It was moved and seconded that Council approve a new lease with the VFW 
Teener League, thus removing the defunct Tri-County Softball League.  Council 
unanimously approved said motion.
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Resolution No. 2010-14 – Conflict of Interest Policy

It was moved and seconded that Council approve Resolution No. 2010-14, 
adopting a conflict of interest policy for the Borough’s pension plan.  Council 
unanimously approved said motion.


Ordinance No. 1304 – 2011 Budget


It was moved and seconded that Council approve Ordinance No. 1304, adopting 
the Borough’s 2011 Budget.  Council unanimously approved said motion.

Ordinance No. 1305 – 2011 Fees


It was moved and seconded that Council approve Ordinance No. 1305, adopting 
2011 fees for the Borough of Tyrone.  Council unanimously approved said 
motion.


Ordinance No. 1306 – 2011 Compensation


It was moved and seconded that Council approve Ordinance No. 1306, adopting 
2011 compensation for Borough employees and officials.  Council unanimously 
approved said motion.


Ordinance No. 1307 – Sewer Use Ordinance

It was moved and seconded that Council approve Ordinance No. 1307, adopting 
a Sewer Use Ordinance, establishing specific local limits for pollutants of concern 
relating to discharges to the Borough’s public sewer system.  Council 
unanimously approved said motion.
CONSULTING ENGINEER:  Council was in receipt of the Engineer’s report.  Mr. Nester reviewed his report with Council.  Mr. Nester also addressed a recent resident concern of increased water runoff from the new Grace Baptist Church building.  Mr. Nester reported that the stormwater runoff controls are still in place with no evidence of failures.  Mr. Nester will be meeting with Andy Gonsman from the Blair County Conservation District in the future.  It was also noted that there is a culvert in this area that may be blocked.  
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Another resident from Oak Street & 20th Street area also addressed Council regarding the smell of sewer all summer long.  Mr. Nulton was not aware of this and will send his crew out to this area.

POLICE DEPARTMENT:  Council was in receipt of the monthly Police report.  Council accepted a letter of resignation from part time police officer Michael Hoskavich.
Council member Rhoades inquired as to a report of K-9 activities.

SEWER DEPARTMENT:  Council was in receipt of Mr. Nulton’s monthly report.  Mr. Nulton advised that the Sewer Use Ordinance is a requirement of EPA.  Sewer personnel are also working at installing sludge equipment at the plant.  Mr. Nulton also advised that the 20th Street area has a new lateral and the mains are in decent shape, however, they will use the camera equipment in this location to rule out any lateral problems.  Mr. Nulton further advised that basement drains are not to be connected to the Borough’s sewer system.
HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT:  Council was in receipt of Mr. Bywater’s monthly report.  Mr. Bywater advised that the IRC is doing away with the dumpster that the Borough uses at the Highway garage due to the costs associated with the same.  Their plan is to have a packer truck sit at the garage for the duration of leaf drop offs.  Council member Rhoades has an IRC meeting on Tuesday and will check into this, as it doesn’t seem to be cost effective for a truck to sit in the Borough.  
WATER DEPARTMENT:  Council was in receipt of Mr. Lynch’s monthly report.  
EMA DIRECTOR REPORT
EMA Director Jay Young was out of town during the recent storm and thanked Mike Beckwith and Dave Lynch for a job well done in his absence.  Mr. Young advised that all storm activity will be kept on file in his office.  Only 3 basements were pumped and this was because their sump pumps had failed.

Mr. Young also expressed his concern regarding the snow plowing on Cameron Avenue.  Mr. Young advised that he would like to work with the Highway Department on ensuring that fire apparatus can get through the street.
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MISCELLANEOUS:

· Mr. Cornell advised that the Borough will hold their annual Christmas tree pickup on January 10 and 11, 2011.
